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  With a 10mm loosen the ABS module bolt enough to 

slide the forked end of the ARB bracket between the 

head of the bolt and the bushing. Also, remove the left 

side fender bolt that is located 4th from the back of the 

engine bay. 

Slide the forked end of the bracket over the ABS mod-

ule bolt and loosely install the fender bolt through the 

tab of the ARB bracket.

Using the hardware supplied with the ARB compres-
sor, mount the compressor to the Base Plate. Note 

Orientation. Tighten using a 10mm. 

Loosely install the slotted arm tab to the base plate 

using the 7/16” hardware. 

Locate the area between the computer and the ABS 

module on the left hand side of the engine bay.

Start your install with safety in mind. This install will be 
done with the engine off, transmission in park and the 

e-brake applied. 

With an Alan key loosen the two heat sink bolts on the 
ARB compressor so the compressor can freely rotate 

back and forth.

Rotate the compressor until it clears all parts in the 

surrounding area, including the hood, and tighten the 

ARB heat sink bolts. 

Make sure the compressor and the bracket clear all 

surrounding components and tighten the 7/16” hard-

ware using a 5/8” and tighten the fender bolt with a 

10mm.

Make sure the bracket and compressor clear the ABS 

module and computer and tighten the ABS module 

bolt. You may need a small socket wrench with an ex-

tension to reach the bolt head
