Reinstall the tie rod end nut and torque to 63 ft-lbs.

Verify that all components clear and that the ram’s
shaft does not bottom out or over extend before the
steering stops make contact.

Allen wrench to final tighten the 6 clamp bolts to
75 in-lbs. Tighten in a circular pattern.

For the remainder of the installation, follow PSC’s
directions.
