3/4”, 15mm, 18mm, & 22mm Sockets

3/4”, 15mm, 18mm, & 22mm Box End Wrench
Regular Screw Driver

Floor Jack and wood block.

lll.Vehicle Preparation

1. Remove license plate, and OEM license plate lights. Disconnect trailer
receptacle. If equipped, unplug back-up sensors and seal OEM connector with
tape, affix to frame.

2. Remove the two fasteners connecting the hitch to the stock bumper located on
either side of the receiver with an 18mm socket.

3. Remove the fasteners connecting the bumper mounts to the frame. This
requires removing one bolt from the bottom of the frame (22mm) and three
bolts from the side of the frame (22mm and 15mm pictured below). Save
hardware for reuse.
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4. Remove OEM bumper by pulling it rearward away from the truck.

5. Remove OEM Spare Tire Access Cover and Trailer Plug from the OEM
bumper. Set aside for reinstallation.

NOTE: If you have sensors, remove the harness and the clips from the stock
bumper now.

Remove the sensors and sensor housings from the stock bumper. The sensors are
removed by pressing outward on the tabs of the sensor housing (Figure 7, red
arrows) and pulling away from the bumper. The sensor housing is then removed by
pressing the four clips circled in red and pushing through the front of the bumper.

V. Bumper Installation

NOTE: The following installation steps apply to the installation of the bumper to the rear
of the vehicle. PLEASE READ THE ENTIRE MANUAL BEFORE ATEMPTING
INSTALLATION! Ignoring these steps will increase your probability of scratching the
vehicle during product Installation!
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1. Remove the Rear Bumper from the shipping carton. Lay all items out on a
blanket to prevent damage to the powder coating.

2. Install license plate inserts in provided locations.

3. Install OEM Spare Tire Access Cover in provided location.

4. Install the Factory Trailer plug receptacle into the cutout in provided
location. You will need to drill two 3/16” holes in your trailer plug using
the mold lines for reference.

5. Install the provided tag lights and wire them to your factory harness.

*When experiencing a hyper flash or when replacing
halogen lights with led lights a resistor should be used.
The resistor will wire into the positive power supply to
the light and the negative side of the ground supply to
the light.
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NOTE: If you have sensors, install them now. All sensors and housings retain their
factory location (i.e. driver’s side outer sensor and housing goes the driver’s side
outer location on the Fab Fours bumper).

6. Lift bumper and align with mounting holes. Be sure that the spare tire

access guide tube is correctly aligned with the access cover. Use the stock
M14 bolts to reattach your bumper to the truck.

7. Adjust the fore/aft position of the bumper to achieve good visual
alignment. Fully tighten the 4 frame-to-bracket fasteners with a 22mm
wrench.

8. Slowly lower the tailgate and check for clearance. Adjust alignment of
bumper if necessary.

9. Reconnect the tag light and trailer plug receptacle to their respective
harnesses.

10. Reinstall license plate.

NOTE: If sensors are equipped, test them before using the two stage epoxy to set them.
We recommend taping them in place for testing purposes.
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V. Maintenance/Care

Q Periodically check and tighten all fasteners.
Q Stripped, fractured, or bent bolts or nuts need to be replaced.
