GETTING STARTED

Before you begin the installation process of your new Fab Fours product, we suggest
laying out all materials and parts on a pad or protective surface.

Failure to fully account for all components before beginning installation may leave vehicle
immobile until part is acquired. Refer to the next pages as an inventory check.

ORGANIZATION

Disassemble the vehicle where you
can catalog and store everything.
We suggest labeling and bagging all
the OEM bolts when removing from
the vehicle. Failure to keep track of
parts could lead to an inability to
properly reinstall components.




NOTE: Save all OEM parts until installation
is complete!

1. Using an 18mm socket, loosen the three (3)
Oem nuts per side holding the factory bumper
brackets to the frame. Do Not Fully Remove
bumper until it is supported.

2. With Bumper supported by others remove
the fasteners completely and remove bumper
by lowering and pulling out towards the back
of the truck.

3. Using a T-20 Torx driver, remove the screws
holding the license plate lights to the plastic
license plate support. Disconnect the wiring
for the lights from the factory harness.

4. Remove the license plate.

5. Using a Phillips Head screwdriver remove
the three (3) sheet metal screws holding the
plastic license plate support from the truck.

6. Replace OEM bumper with your new rear
bumper assembly (22148). Reuse the OEM
fasteners. Do not fully tighten.

7. Level and align the bumper in relation to
the truck bed. Fully tighten all fasteners.

8. Slowly lower the tailgate to ensure there
will be no interference. If required, loosen the
frame bolts / hitch bolts and adjust alignment
of the bumper.

9. Using 18mm socket wrench, fully tighten all
Oem hardware.

10. Install tag light (61363) into the 1 %” hole
provided in the center section (22148). The
powder coating may need to be removed
from the hole for proper grounding. Connect
wire into the hot wire of OEM tag light circuit.
Verify operation. (Figure 1)

11. Reinstall license plate with provided
plastic inserts. (Figure 2) (TXX50-HW)

12. Install grommets into sensor holes. If
equipped, insert sensors from the back side. If
not equipped, install provided plugs into the
grommets. (TXX50-HW)

13. Insert light grommets into oval cut-outs
and press lights in from the front. (TXX50-HW)
Wire as desired.

14. Reconnect the bumper wiring harness to
the vehicle harness connector.

15. Secure all loose wiring and harnesses
to the frame or bumper with zip ties.
