NOTE: Save all OEM parts until installation
is complete!

1. Using a screwdriver, remove the license
plate to reveal the two mounting bolts behind
the plate.

2. Using a T-25 Torx driver, remove the four
(4) Torx screws from the trailer plug, pull plug
through bumper, slide red tab toward wires
and remove trailer plug.

3. Remove license plate light plugs by sliding
red tab toward wires and pressing down on
tab.

4. Using a 15mm socket wrench, remove the
two (2) Oem bolts above the frame rails.

5. Using a panel clip pry tool, remove the
wiring harness retaining clips from each frame
rail to clear the nut tab.

6. With help, support both sides of the Oem
bumper in preparation of removal.

7. Using both a 15mm and a 21mm socket
wrench, remove the four (4) Oem bolts from
the driver side frame rail. (Figure 1)

8. Repeat step 7 on the passenger side frame
rail.

9. Replace OEM bumper with your new rear
bumper (22144) assembly. Use the OEM
screws and nut plates to fasten the bumper
to the frame / hitch assembly. Do not fully
tighten.

10. Use the provided spacers (20184-13) to
offset the bottom of the bumper (22144) from
the hitch mounting flange. Fasten with the
provided two (2) sets of 9/16” yellow zinc
bolts, washers, lock washers, and nuts. (T1050-
HW) Snug up but do not fully tighten.

11. Level and align the bumper in relation to
the truck bed.

12. Using 15mm socket wrench, fully tighten
the OEM frame rail fasteners.

13. Using 15/16” socket wrench, fully tighten
the 9/16” hardware to the hitch receiver.

14. Slowly lower the tailgate to ensure there
will be no interference. If required, loosen the
frame bolts / hitch bolts and adjust alignment
of the bumper.

15. Install the provided tag light (61672) into
the 1 %4” hole provided in the center section of
the bumper (22144). The powder coating may
need to be removed from the hole for proper
grounding. Connect wire into the hot wire of
OEM tag light circuit. Verify operation and use
the provided resistor if needed. (Figure 2)

16. Reinstall the trailer plug receptacle
with the OEM fasteners. Reconnect the plug
harness.

17. Reinstall license plate with provided
plastic inserts. (T1050-HW) (Figure 3)

18. Install grommets into sensor holes of the
bumper (22144). (T1050-HW) If equipped,
insert sensors from the back side. If not
equipped, install provided plugs into the
grommets. (T1050-HW)

19. Secure all loose wiring and harnesses to
the frame or bumper with zip ties.
