ASSISTANCE

We recommend two people
perform the installation as items
are heavy and may need to be held
in place while installing.

ORGANIZATION

Disassemble the vehicle where you
can catalog and store everything.
We suggest labeling and bagging all
the OEM bolts when removing from
the vehicle. Failure to keep track of
parts could lead to an inability to
properly reinstall components.




NOTE: Save all OEM parts until installation
is complete!

1. Disconnect the trailer and back-up sensor
harnesses (if applicable) from the bumper.

2. Unplug the OEM license plate light from the
housing and secure to the vehicle.

3. Remove license plate (to reveal two
mounting bolts).

4. Remove the two mounting bolts exposed
by the license plate.

5. Remove the two bolts per side holding the
bumper to the frame/hitch assembly.

6. Remove the OEM bumper by rotating
backwards. The top must clear the boss
located on the hitch under the plastic cover.

7. Remove the clips holding the trailer hitch
plug from the bumper. This plug will be
modified to fit the new bumper.

DISASSEMBLY




8. Drill the OEM trailer hitch plug using a #16
drill bit (.177”) in the locations pointed out
with arrows. Use care to drill directly in the
center of the circles in the plug. (Figure 1)

9. Install the trailer plug into the cutout in
the new bumper using the four (4) #8-32 x
1” stainless button head bolts, stainless flat
washers, and stainless Nylock nuts. (T2050-
HW)

10. With assistance, lift your new Fab Fours
and align it with the OEM bumper mounting
locations.

Note: Your specific year application may only
use four (4) out of the six (6) provided bolts.
(T2050-HW)

11. Use the six (6) provided %:”-13 x 1.5”
yellow zinc hex bolts, yellow zinc lock and flat
washers, yellow zinc hex nuts to loosely fasten
the bumper to the hitch/frame brackets.
(T2050-HW)

12. Use the two (2) provided %”-13 x 2.0”
yellow zinc hex bolts, yellow zinc lock and flat
washers to fasten the bumper to the hitch
near the receiver. Verify that the bumper is
level side to side before tightening. (T2050-
HW)

13. Level and align the bumper in relation to
the truck bed. Using a pair of %” wrenches,
fully tighten all fasteners.

14. Slowly lower the tailgate to ensure there
will be no interference. If required, loosen the
frame bolts / hitch bolts and adjust alignment
of the bumper.

15. Install the tag light (61363) into the 1 4”
hole in the center section. The powder coating
may need to be removed from the hole for
proper grounding. Connect the light to the

hot wire of the OEM tag light circuit. Verify
operation. (Figure 2)

16. Install license plate inserts in 4 provided
locations. (Figure 3) (T2050-HW)

17. Reinstall the license plate.

18. Install the grommets into sensor holes.
If equipped, insert the sensors from the back
side. If not equipped, install provided plugs
into the grommets. (T2050-HW)

19. Reconnect the bumper wiring harness to
the vehicle harness connector.

20. Secure all loose wiring and harnesses to
the frame or bumper with zip ties.
