½” Drive Socket Wrench with 3” Extension, socket set, ½” Drive Torque Wrench and a wrench set.

III. Included Hardware 
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IV. Vehicle Preparation 

1. From underneath the vehicle, unbolt the OEM tow hooks. There are three bolts per tow hook. 

2. Slide the OEM towhooks out from the ends of the framerails. 
 

 

 

V. Installation of Fab Fours Winch Mount 

 

1. Review the exploded parts view above 

2. Install the small frame winch (Customer Supplied) into the winch mount. 

3. Install the included tow hooks to the bottom of the winch mount using the longer ½” bolts. Be sure to use a washer under 

each bolt head, and a washer and lock washer under each nut. 

3. With the aid of a lifting device or additional helpers, lift the winch mount and position it so that the mounts can 

slide through the tow hook openings in the OEM bumper. 

4. Install the remaining ½” hardware through the holes in the frame and into the weld nuts in the winch mount. You should 

be using the shorter of the ½” bolts included in the hardware kit in this step. Be sure to include a washer and lockwasher 

under the head of each bolt. 

5. Check winch mount for satisfactory alignment before tightening fasteners down completely.
