GETTING STARTED

Before you begin the installation process of your new Fab Fours product, we suggest
laying out all materials and parts on a pad or protective surface.

Failure to fully account for all components before beginning installation may leave vehicle
immobile until part is acquired. Refer to the next pages as an inventory check.

1. Unplug the wiring harness located on the driver side of the vehicle between the frame and the
bumper. Figure 1.

2. From underneath the bumper, use an 18mm
socket or wrench to remove the 4x (2 on each side)
bolts holding the bumper to the lower frame. If
your Bronco is equipped with tow hooks remove
them at this time and set them aside for later use.
Use a 13mm socket or wrench to remove the 2x (1
on each side) bolts holding the bumper to the frame
rails and remove the bumper from the vehicle.

3. If vehicle is equipped with sensor; carefully remove the sensors from their housings by gently pulling the
housing clips away from the sensor and pushing the sensor out. Remove the housings from the OEM bumper
by compressing the clips on the inside and pushing the housing out of the bumper. NOTE: Both the sensors and
the housings are delicate and should be handled with care. Mark the location of every sensor and its respective
housing for installation into the new bumper. Figure 3-6

4. Install the sensor housings into their respective locations in the Elite bumper and use the provided epoxy
packets to hold them in place.

5. Install the sensors into their respective housings by carefully pushing them into the housings until the clips
engage.



6. Install the license plate light into the Vengeance bumper using the provided epoxy to secure it from the inside
and plug it back into the wiring harness removed in Step 1. Figure 7-8.

7. With assistance, hold the bumper up to the frame and use the OEM hardware removed in step 2 (along with
tow hooks if equipped) to attach it to the vehicle. Figure 9

8. Plug the wiring harness into its receiver and fully tighten all mounting hardware.
