X—COLLECTOR headers. Some systems may need to be cut for
removal.

Step 2: Begin installation of the new system by fitting

the new mufflers, tailpipes and Tru-X crossover assembly

MUFFLER into place for a mock-up fitment, as shown to the left (the

inlets for the Tru-X should point down). This will help to

determine where to drill the frame or floorboards for the

% muffler and tailpipe mounting brackets as shown in
HANGER

Figures 1 & 2, if the OEM mounting points will not work.
Sheet metal screws are supplied to be used in place of the
hex-head bolts if required. Use a 1/2" drill bit for the
bolt/nut combo, or use a 5/16" drill bit for the tri-lobular
TAILPIPE sheet metal screws. You should now also be able to
determine where to trim and or modify the inlet extension
pipes if needed. With the system loosely installed, adjust
the components for at least 1/2" clearance, including areas
HANGER with moving parts (axles, driveshaft, etc.). Once a proper
BRACk e 7ht for the complete system has been achieved using the
manifolds or headers. Once the tailpipe brackets are bolted
in place as shown in Figure 2, they can be bent and welded
to the tailpipes.
