before installation) Disconnect the vehicle's
battery before removal of the OEM exhaust. This
2.50" CLAMP will allow the computer to reset itself with the new
({ system, and prevent electrical accidents. Begin
removing the existing exhaust system from the

MUFELER exhaust manifold or header. The existing exhaust
ASSY MUFFLER system may need to be cut in varies locations for
ASSY complete removal. Take notice of axle position and

brake line positions.

Step 2: Begin installing the new exhaust system
by replacing the OEM hanger mounts with the
Magnaflow provided hanger brackets. See FIG. 1
for installation of the front brackets and FIG 2. for
@ ] installation of the rears. Attach the Y-Pipe
Assembly to the catalytic converter. Leave all
components loose until completely installed. Next
install the Muffler Assemblies using the Magnaflow

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Step 4: Once a final position has been chosen for the
new system, evenly tighten all fasteners from front to
rear. The supplied band clamps must be VERY tight to
properly align the pipes and prevent leaks. Weld the inlet
pipes to the manifolds or header. Bend and weld the mid
hanger brackets to the mid pipes. Inspect all fasteners
after 25-50 miles of operation and retighten if necessary.
