BEGIN INSTALLATION

1. ENSURE TRUCK IS IN GEAR OR IN PARK, SET PARKING BRAKE, TURN OFF ENGINE AND
CHOCK TIRES!

2. With the vehicle sitting on level ground, measure from the center of the front wheel hub to
the top of the fender opening. Record this measurement; you will refer to it later to determine
total lift height.

3. Using a heavy duty jack, raise up the front of the truck and support with jack stands under
the frame rail.

4. Remove wheels and tires.
5. Loosen and remove lower shock bolts from front end of vehicle.
6. Remove the nuts on the lower ends of the sway bar end links

7. Unbolt the upper and lower brake line brackets from the coil bucket and lower coil mount,
respectively.

8. Slowly lower the front axle down until coils are free of upper mounts. (Pay attention to
brake lines, vacuum lines and breather hose. Also beware that the axle will move side to side
with the arch of the track bar.)

9. Remove the coil springs from lower mounts by simply pulling up and twisting counter
clockwise.



10. Remove the bolt from the center of lower coil seat. (Be cautious
with the seat, the ABS wire should still be attached to it.)

11. Install the IVD Leveling Suspension coil spacer in between the axle
and the lower coil mount.

12. Install the supplied 14mm bolts through the stock mounts and the
coil spacers then torque bolts to 100ft-1bs.

13. Reinstall front coils. You may need to lower the front axle more so
that the coils will fit with the spacers.

14. Now jack the front axle up. As you raise it make sure to align the
coils with their upper mounts.

15. Once the coils are in position and some of the vehicles weight is on
the front end, start bolting all the removed parts back on. (Brake line
mounts, sway bar end links, and lower shock bolts)

16. Install wheels and tires, torque lugs to factory specs.

17. Once installation is complete, lower vehicle to the ground and roll
truck back and forth to allow suspension to settle. Test drive vehicle re-
check the torque of all fasteners and re-torque wheels on vehicle after
first 100 miles of use. Failure to perform the post inspection checks may
result in vehicle component damage and/or personal injury or death to
driver and/or passengers.

18. It is recommended that you have your vehicle professionally aligned
whenever lift components are installed. A certified alignment technician
with lifted vehicle experience is highly recommended. Adjust headlights
whenever vehicle has been lifted or lowered for proper orientation.
