Step 1: Remove engine cover.

Step 2: Remove 8mm bolt securing the factory air box, this bolt will be reused to secure the aFe
housing.

Step 3: Loosen clamp securing the factory intake tube to throttle body.

Step 4: Unplug the Temp sensor connector.

Step 5: For 2011 to 2019 models disconnect the crank case hose from the intake tube,
for 2020+ models remove the crank case hose from the vehicle completely.

Step 6: Remove factory air intake system from engine bay.

Step 7: Remove 10mm bolt from fender side, it will not be reused.
Step 8: Install isolation mount onto fender well.

Step 9: Remove grommet and metal sleeve from factory housing and install on aFe housing.

Step 10: Install the provided seal trim onto the outer edges of the aFe housing, and install foam pad on
the car where the bottom of the housing rests.

Step 11: Install housing onto vehicle. Using (1) provided 10mm bolt, lock washer, and flat washer secure
the housing to the isolation mount installed in Step 7. Put the factory 8mm bolt removed in Step
1 back in its original location.

Step 12: Install silicone coupling and clamps onto throttle body. Make sure clamps are oriented as
shown in the photo. Tighten the smaller clamp only.

Step 13: Remove the temp sensor from the factory tube and install it the aluminum fitting on
the aFe tube.

Step 14: Install tube onto vehicle by pushing it into the silicone coupling at the throttle body.

Step 15: Use the remaining two 10mm screws and flat washers to secure the tube to the housing. Apply
a little bit of the furnished threadlocker on the screws thread before installation to secure it

properly.
Step 16: Tighten larger clamp on the throttle body coupler.

Step 17: Reconnect the harness to the Temperature sensor.

Step 18: For 2011-2019 models connect the factory crank case hose to the
aFe Power tube, for 2020+ models connect the provided hose to the aFe POWER tube and
secure it on the engine side using the provided clamp.

Step 19: Install filter onto intake tube and tighten the filter clamp.

Step 20: Reinstall the engine cover and your install is complete.

NOTE: Check all bolts, clamps, and connectors after 100-200 miles.
