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Tools needed: 7mm Nut Driver, 8mm Nut driver, 10mm Nut Driver, 11mm Deep 

Socket, 1/4” Ratchet, 10mm deep Socket, Flathead Screw Driver, Phillips 

Screw Driver, Pliers.

Recommended: Acetone
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Refer to Figure A for Steps 1-5
Step 1:  Using a 10mm nut driver, remove the two bolts  1   securing the engine cover. 

Step 2:  Lift and pull the engine cover towards you to remove.

Step 3: Unclip the Mass Air Flow (MAF) sensor    2   from the tube. 

Step 4: Carefully detach the clip   3   securing the wiring harness to the OE housing. 

Step 5: Using a 10mm nut driver, remove the three bolts    4   securing the OE housing in place.

REMOVAL
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Refer to Figure B for Steps 6-8
Step 6: Disconnect both Crank Case Vent (CCV) hoses  5   from the resonance chamber.

Step 7: Using an 8mm nut driver, loosen the hose clamp  6   at the throttle body.

Step 8: At this time, lift up and remove the entire intake assembly.
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REMOVAL
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Refer to Figure C for Steps 9-13
Step 9: Slide large T-bolt clamp over the aFe housing flange as shown.

Step 10: Clean the inside of the rotomold housing flange and both mating surfaces of the filter flange

              (acetone recommended).

Step 11: Insert the filter into the housing then the tube into the filter  8   and tighten both clamps at this

               time.

Step 12: Assemble the two smaller clamps and silicone elbow coupling as shown above  9  . 

Step 13: Reinstall the MAF sensor at this time  10 , using the screws you removed in Step 3.

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Step 14: Remove the 3 steel sleeves and rubber grommets  11  from the OE housing and 
   install on the aFe housing as shown.

Step 15: If equipped with rubber duck-billed drain plug  12  install here, otherwise leave open.

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Step 16. Now take the entire intake assembly  13  and slide the silicone elbow coupling over the 
   throttle body.  
Step 17. While still holding, rotate the intake assembly clockwise  14 , aligning the 
   three mounting locations. 
Step 18. Install  15  and tighten the three bolts previously removed in Step 5, securing the aFe 
               housing in place. 
Step 19. Using an 8mm nut driver, tighten the clamp over the throttle body.
Step 20. Connect the MAF sensor to the aFe tube at this time  16 .

Step 21. Reconnect the CCV hoses to the aFe tube as shown above  17 .

Step 22. Using the provided cable ties, secure the MAF sensor wiring harness in a safe location 

 to prevent from moving around.  

Step 23. Make sure all clamps and connections are secured.

Step 24. Reinstall engine cover at this time with the bolts removed in Step 1.
