Step 1: Remove the 6 screws@ holding the top portion of the airbox together using a 10mm nut driver.
Set all screws aside for later use.

Step 2: Disconnect the Temperature Sensor harness @ from the factory intake.

Step 3: Push the release button on the crank case vent connector and pull up on the tube to remove the
connecter (3) from the fitting on the stock intake tube.

Step 4: Loosen the clamp @ holding the intake tube to the throttle body using an 8mm nut driver.

Step 5: Remove the stock intake tube and top half of the housing out of the vehicle and remove the
factory filter.

Step 6: Install the seal trim @around the top edge of the aFe heat shield. (Trim where necessary)
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Step 7: Remove the filter clamp from the aFe filter and install the filter into the opening in the heat shield,
locking the filter retention groove into place.

Refer to Figure F for Steps 8-9

Step 8: Place the heat shield and filter on the bottom half of the stock airbox and make sure the
mounting tabs line up.

Step 9: Use the 6 factory screws@ removed in Step 1 to mount the heat shield down onto the airbox
using a 10mm nut driver.

Step 10: Install the supplied 3/8 NPT fitting @ into the threaded insert on the aFe intake tube. Hand
tighten using a 20mm wrench or adjustable wrench.

Step 11: Install the supplied grommet into your aFe intake tube and install the supplied temperature
sensor fitting into the grommet.

Step 12: Carefully remove the temperature sensor out of the factory intake tube by turning ¥4 turn and
pulling out. Install the temperature sensor @ into the aFe intake tube by pressing it into the
fitting and turning % turn to lock into place.

Step 13: Install the bellows coupling and one of the #056 clamps @ onto the throttle body of the
vehicle and tighten the clamp at the throttle body using an 8mm nut driver.

Step 14: Install the aFe intake tube into the filter with the filter clamp @
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Refer to Figure K for Step 15

Step 15: Place the 2nd #056 clamp @ onto the bellows coupling. Install intake tube to bellows coupling
and tighten the clamps using an 8mm nut driver.
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Step 16: Check that all clamps are snug, and all mounting screws are secure.

Step 17: Reconnect the temperature sensor wire harness @ and crank case vent connector hose @
