Step 1: Remove the engine cover by gently pulling up then away from the vehicle to disengage from the 

mounting grommets.

Step 2: Disconnect the Mass Airflow Sensor wire harness  1  and unclip the wire loom from the lid of the 

factory airbox  2  and back side of the resonance chamber  3  . 

Step 3: Using a 10mm nut driver, loosen the clamps at the throttle body  4   and factory airbox  5  . 

Step 4: Disconnect the CCV hose  6  from the factory intake tube. 

Step 5: Remove the factory intake tube.

Step 6: Remove the lid from the factory airbox by disengaging the two clips  7  on the front and rear and 

pulling up towards the fender. Remove the air filter.

Step 7: Using a 12mm socket and driver, remove the 3 screws  8  securing the factory airbox to the vehicle 

and set aside for later use. Remove the bottom half of the factory airbox from the vehicle.

Step 8: Remove 2 steel sleeves and rubber grommets  9  from the bottom of the factory airbox and reinstall 

them into the corresponding holes on the aFe airbox as shown.

Step 10: Install the supplied M8 isolation mount  10  into the front most mounting location in the vehicle as 

shown.

Step 11: Install the aFe airbox into the vehicle by lining up the isolation mount stud into the front most 

mounting location, then reusing the 2 screws  11  removed in step 7 to secure the airbox at the remaining 

mounting points. Tighten using a 12mm socket and driver. 

Step 12: Use the supplied washer and M8 lock nut  12  to secure the airbox at the isolation mount using a 

13mm socket and driver to tighten.

Step 13: Using a #1 Philips screwdriver, remove the Mass Airflow Sensor  13  from the top of the factory 

airbox and reinstall it into the aFe intake tube using the supplied M4 screws and a T20 Torx driver.

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Refer to Figure J for Steps 14-15 

Step 14: Install the supplied reducer coupling  14  onto the throttle body with one of the supplied #052 

clamps. Lettering on the coupler should be away from the throttle body. Tighten the clamp using an 8mm 

nut driver. 

Step 15: Place the other #052 clamp  15  onto the open end of the coupler and do not tighten.

Step 16: Install the supplied T-bolt clamp  16  onto the aFe airbox as shown. Do not tighten. 

Step 17: Install your aFe air filter and clamp  17  into the airbox as shown.

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Refer to Figure L for Steps 18-20 

Step 18: Install the aFe intake tube into the vehicle by sliding the tube first into the open coupler at the 

throttle body, then then into the air filter. 

Step 19: Tighten the clamp on the coupler using an 8mm nut driver. 

Step 20: Tighten the clamps on the airbox and filter using an 11mm deep socket and driver. Do not 

overtighten.
