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Step 1: (Read Instructions prior to installation) Remove your stock downpipe from the truck working your way
forward. It is recommended to not fully tighten the clamps until the entire system has been installed.

Step 2: Removal of the OE downpipe will require cutting the downpipe or raising the cab off its mounts.

Step 3: Install the upper downpipe first, then install the lower downpipe. Connect the lower downpipe to the OE
catalytic converter. Fasten the clamp onto the slip joint.

Step 4: Now make sure to tighten all clamps from front to rear.

Step 5: Your installation is now complete, it is recomended to re-tighten all parts after 50-100 miles.

NOTE:
e aFe recommends that the downpipe be away from any body panels to avoid heat related body damage. Tighten and secure.
