Installation will require the following tools:  

Panel clip remover, T15 & T20 Torx drivers, 8mm nut driver, small flat-head screwdriver, 10mm & 11mm 

deep sockets and driver, 20mm wrench or adjustable wrench.

IMPORTANT: The Air Filter Life System needs to be reset to 100% and then 

disabled. Follow your owner’s manual procedure titled “How to Reset the 

Engine Air Filter Life System” then disable the system entirely. Failure to 

disable the system may prompt a persisting “Check Engine Air Filter 

System” message. 
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Refer to Figure A for Steps 1-3 

Step 1: Disconnect the MAF sensor   1  . 

Step 2: Disconnect the crankcase breather hose  2  by pushing in the clip and pulling the hose out. 

Step 3: Using an 8mm nut driver, loosen the hose clamps at the housing  3   and the throttle body  4  .

Step 4: Remove the air cleaner outlet duct  5  by rotating it counterclockwise and snapping it out of the 

eyelet.

Step 5: Using a small flat-head screwdriver, release the locking tab at the wiring harness connector  6  and 

unsnap the two (x2) harness ties  7  then move the harness out of the way.

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Refer to Figure D for Steps 6-7  

Step 6: Using a T-15 Torx driver, remove the two screws  8  securing the hood latch and then slide it out to 

remove. Set the screws aside. 

Step 7: Using a panel clip remover, remove all ten (x10) panel clips  9  holding the sight shield. Remove the 

shield and set it aside with the clips.

Step 8: Using the clip remover, remove the clip  10  that’s holding the air scoop and set aside. 

Step 9: Pull the air scoop out of the way from the stock housing. 

Step 10: Using a 10mm deep socket and driver, remove the nut  11  that secures the housing to the vehicle.

Step 11: Remove the factory housing by pulling up out of the securing stud and towards the front of the 

vehicle. Two pins with grommets will have to come out of the holding bracket and a clear path is needed 

so that the air scoop is not in the way of the housing. Pull up on the housing to remove it from the 

vehicle.

Step 12: Remove the two grommets 12  from the factory housing pins and install them onto the aFe POWER 

housing. 

Step 13: Remove the front metal insert and grommet  13  from the factory housing and install them into the 

aFe POWER housing.

Step 14: Using a T20 Torx driver, remove the MAF sensor  14  from the factory housing and install it on the 

aFe POWER intake tube using the supplied M4 screws.  

Step 15: Using a 20mm wrench or adjustable wrench, install the supplied aluminum vent fitting  15  into the 

aFe POWER intake tube.

Step 16: Install the aFe POWER housing into the vehicle. Make sure the two pin grommets are secure 

inside the bracket. Reinstall and tighten the nut  16  removed in Step 10. 

Step 17: Slide the air scoop inside the front opening  17  of the aFe POWER housing. Align the air scoop 

and reinstall the clip  18  removed in Step 8.

Step 18: Install the sight shield with all ten clips removed in Step 7.

Refer to Figure K for Steps 20-22 

Step 20: Slide the large T-Bolt clamp  19  over the air filter opening on the housing. 

Step 21: Slide the aFe POWER filter with clamp into the housing. Do not tighten the clamps. 

Step 22: Use the provided plug  20  to close the additional air inlet if you want to completely seal the 

housing. Best performance gain is obtained by having more air flow (no plug).

Step 24: Place a TB412SS clamp  23  on the installed coupling. 

Step 25: Install the aFe POWER intake tube into the vehicle. Slide the tube into the throttle body coupling 

first, then into the air filter. 

Step 26: Align the tube and clamps correctly, then using a 11mm deep socket and driver tighten all the

Step 27: Reconnect the crankcase breather hose  24 . 

Step 28: Reconnect the MAF sensor  25 . 

Step 29: Use the supplied captive tie  26  to secure the wiring harness to the aFe POWER housing and snap 

the tie in the upper provided hole. Snap the factory tie on the harness into the hole by the air scoop. 

Step 30: Check all the components are tight and secure. Your installation is now complete. Thank you for 

choosing aFe POWER!
